CONSORTIUM OF RHINEBECK HISTORY

One of the consortium's mandates 15 o educate its
members in the care and proper storage of theu
documents and artifacts. On Wednesday, March 30,
members joined Duane Watson in the tower oom at
Wilderstein in a hands on workshop to leam techniques
in considering and conserving damaged docaments. At
this workshop. those in attendance leamed that the first
consideration in a wotk 15 to evaluate the tem needing
tepair. Ut &5 necessary o determine the importance to
vour collection. the use of the object, and its priority.
During this evaluation, it may be decided that a
conservator would be best to do the tepair, or that it
should be housed in archival storage and left
undisturbed. Participants of the workshop were
encouraqged to bring documents for considerstion.

The consortium plans to offer three to four workshops
during the year for s members. The public 15 welcome
for a small workshop fee.

From the Fammly Ouitman, Quitmann,

Ouittmann Newsletter

The QREC has long been a member of the Q00 Family
genealogqy  organization Their members are  all
descendents of a Qutman family spelied three different
ways. Their March, 2011 newsletter inchuded mformation
abowt the Farmsteads let's Go Deuisch event, the
Quitman Preservation Award, and an interesting article
abowt Reverend Quwitmans grandson and name sake
Frederick Henry Quitman {1330 - 183 4), and son of lohn
&. Quitman. {lohn was bom in the Quitman house in

September 1799, the 5th child of Frederick and Anna )

Dicter Quiman, founder of the QOO0 Family and
contributor of the Family pewsletter has assembled
information from Gerry Shaw, a descendent of the 2nd
Frederick. Some of the following 15 excerpted from Mt
OQuitman's article, other information i from the QEC
archives.

lohn and s wife Fliza Tumer Quitman had nine
daughters and three sons of which six daughters and one
som survived. As the last surviving son, Frederick must
have found it chalkenging to hve up to the standards of
his industrious and famous father who was a hero in the
Mexican War, ludge., Governor of Mississippi. and
member of the U5 House of Bepresentatives, Just to name
a few of his accomplistments. lohn died m 1858 and
was spared the defeat of the south inthe Civil War. While
governot, he had realized that the balance of powert was
going to shift to the north anti-slavery states and had
proposed seceding from the Union to his f2llow southem
govemots in the 1540's.

As with many wealthy families. Fredenck, at age 19,
wias sent north to Princeton University for his college
education. Beportedly, he was not a good student. As
was fashionable, after graduvation he traveled in Europe.
During these travels he met s future wife Mary Louisa
Avlett Gardner, from Riverdal, Alabama, where het
wealthy tamily owned a plantaton  After their marriage
in 1354, Fredenick took charge of one of his fathers
plantations, Live Oak in the Louisiana Terrebomne Parish.
Liw Oak was a plantation Fredernicks mncle 1ke Albert
{0Op) managed for his brother lohn until has sudden death
in 1345,

The following 15 a summarty of Frededick's war record.

Captain Quitman was a memberof the statf of General

Mansfield Lovell {his brother-in-law), who was the
commander of the defense of Mew Orkans. Once Captain
Quiman was ordered to bring an old steamboat packed
with gunpowder on the open deck across the Mississipi
Etver to an old halt destroyed mud fort, but it was just
that night when a northem fleet passed by and shelied
the coast. Most of the shells passed owver the old
steamboat loaded wath qunpowder. During the night, the
little fort was given up, but Captam Quitman with his men
made thetr way to Hew Orleans wsing detours through the
swamps. Just in time to get out of the Federal Lines and to
participate in the great battle of Corinth, M5. 1t was in this
battle that he was promoted to major for conspicuous
bravery. He had carried important dispatches in the face
of the enemy battle line and his horse had been shot from
under him. He was later placed in charge of supphring
food for the Confederate Army in his district - a task less
dangerous or glorions, but important even if unpopular.

After swearing a loyalty oath to the Union and
Constitution, Frederick obtained restitution of s property
and he retumed to Live Oak in 1365. In 1380, the
Quitman's were living in Aflanta. GA. where the census
showed that they had three black servants. 1t was also in
the census that Fredernick reported his profession as Civil
Enginezr. (As a local note: 1t was Frederick who, atter his
father's death. took on the responsibility of supporting hds
two maiden aunts, Lowsa and Fliza Quiman, who were
living in Kingston at the time of their deaths in 1574 and
18581 respectively.)
